Vitamin Recipe

    We have been making this recipe of vitamins for over 30 years and about 22 yrs ago a Veterinarian Student at the Vet. College in Corvallis, OR(OSU) took my recipe and the class analys'd it - finding that it was 'then' better than any commercial pet vitamin that was on the market. But, I am sure that in the last few years some fantastic vitamins have been formulated. 

   Beings we have been breeding Harlequin Great Danes since 1958 along with our AmStaffs - vitamins and especially the calcium balance therein have always been of a great interest and need in our dog's diet. The following recipe replaced the rigors of pill pushing daily of several pills of Calcium, Vit C, Cod Liver Oil - plus many more; depending upon the growth periods the dogs were going through. (Please be reminded that this formulation had its origin within our Great Danes; but has proven to be just as effective in the growth of extremely healthy puppies of any breed) We mix this up and sprinkle one (1) ounce over 1 gallon (for puppies and pregnant females) or 1 ounce over 2 gallons of regular maintenance - of dry food. (So, if you put your dry-food (we use a high-protein formula) into a pan or bucket you can sprinkle this over the top & shake it a little and it will coat the entire mass of kibble). 'OR', you can take a 40 pound bag of dry food - open it and sprinkle 10 to 12 ounces of the following vitamin mixture right over the top of the bag and just shake the bag a little and all of the vitamins will sift right down over the top; if you do this when the bag is empty dump what’s left over of this vitamin mixture over the top of your next bag. Usually the vitamin base has an ounce measurer in the can when you buy it -- or use one that come with your coffee. (10 ounces = 1 1/4 Cups).
This Recipe makes almost 2 - 3# cans / so save a Coffee Can for the extra:
One 3#.4oz can of MLO Mus-L Blast 2000+ Body Building Formula – VANILLA FLAVOR (only) (this stuff is for people)
One Pound Brewers Yeast Flakes
One Pound Wheat Germ
One Pound Lecithin (optional) on dogs without sensitive skins or allergies - We do not use this on our AmStaffs; bout would if we happened to have any super-sensitive dog/s.

Mix this in a large bowl (I use a slotted spoon) until well mixed and the store back in the can the Mus-L Blast came in, plus a couple of coffee cans or other airtight storage containers. This whole recipe should cost you apr. $20 (a far cry cheaper and better than Pet-Tabs). The MLO Mus-L Blast has every vitamin, mineral & amino acid in it - any mammal should need. 
This formula was analyzed by the vet college during their nutritional studies with the outcome that it was the most balanced vitamin supplement of any that they analyzed. (We currently are paying apr. $12.99 less 20% gold card membership at GNC Health Food Nutritional Centers for the MLO and the other three are $4.45, $.55 & $3.45 all available in bulk bags in the health food store - sometimes in their refrigerator).....

   P.S.  Our Ch. Gracy 19"/68.9# is now 14 1/2 yrs old and prancing around like a young 'filly' and has had this vitamin formulation sprinkled upon her food for her entire life. 

   We also got an older Ch. male a few years ago at 8 years old who came to us with terrible breath, thick dead coat and a 'low' sperm count of only 21 -- in 6 weeks he was shed off, perfect breath, shiny eyes and a new sperm count of 1 Billion, 154 Million (with only 3% abnormalities) -- both counts certified by the ICSB (International Canine Sperm Bank). The first collection was only 1 ml with the second being 3.7 ml. This is a male that no-one was able to get puppies out of for over 5 years either from natural breedings or zero sperm when attempts to collect for A-I's. I truly feel that much of his fertility problem stemmed from improper diet/vitamins and the environmental lack of (true) love and attention. He also has a physical problem that stemmed from his inability to sexually perform - by a previous owner - taking a baseball bat to him and breaking his back and eye-socket. This is totally alarming to us as he walked into our home perfectly housebroken, a real loving gentleman; who gets along with all dogs including other adult siring males. He even adopted as one of his best friends a male barn cat the waited at the house door to tag along all over the ranch with him as he did his 'duties'.
